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“Subject to fulfillment of other conditions laid down therein, the widowed/ divorced daughter
of a Government servant/ Pensioner will be eligible for family pension with effect from the
date of issue of respective orders irrespective of the date of death of the Governinent servant/
Pensioner. Consequently, financial benefits in such cases will accrue from the date o7 issue of
respective orders. The eligibility for grant of family pension shall be adjudged in accordance
with the provisions of rule 67 of RCS (Pension) Rules, 1996 on the date of grant of family
pension’
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
